There are some who are teaching that there is a òFive-fold 
ministryó in the church.  The scripture that is 
being used to justify this is Ephesians 4:11-12 
òAnd he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; 
and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and 
teachers; 12For the perfecting of the saints, for the 
work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body 
of Christ:ó 

Q. Is there such a thing as a òFive-fold ministryó as some 
are teaching? 
 

R. There is no such thing as a òFive-fold ministryó in the 
church.  If you read the scripture in 1 Corinthians 12:28 
òAnd God hath set some in the church, first apostles, 
secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, 
then gifts of healings, helps, governments, diversities of 
tongues.ó The bible states that he put in the church first 
apostles.  It is the role of the apostles to then set up these 
offices as to be carried out within the church.  The 
scripture (Ephesians 4:11) does not mean that the 
ministry is to be structured in a òfive-foldó style in order 
for it to be legit.
