Know the Truth 

 

 
It has been said by some that once you are baptized in 
the name of Jesus Christ and receive the gift of the 
Holy Ghost, that this puts you in the church.  
 

Q. Does getting baptized in the name of Jesus 
Christ and getting the Holy Ghost put you in 
the church? 

 
R. No.  Getting baptized and receiving the Holy 

Ghost alone does not put one in the church.   
What puts one in the church is the 
aforementioned AND obeying all of the 
apostles’ doctrine.  If one simply is baptized 
and claims the gift of the Holy Ghost, and do 
not walk in all of the commandments of the 
scripture, then that individual is not part of the 
Church.   

Notice what the scripture says in Acts after 
Peter spoke to them concerning water baptism 
and the gift of the Holy Ghost. Acts  2:40 – 47  
40And with many other words did he testify and 
exhort, saying, Save yourselves from this untoward 
generation. 41Then they that gladly received his 
word were baptized: and the same day there were 
added unto them about three thousand souls. 42And 
they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine 
and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in 
prayers. 43And fear came upon every soul: and many 
wonders and signs were done by the apostles. 44And 
all that believed were together, and had all things 
common;  45And sold their possessions and goods, 
and parted them to all men, as every man had need. 
 46And they, continuing daily with one accord in the 
temple, and breaking bread from house to house, did 
eat their meat with gladness and singleness of heart, 
 47Praising God, and having favour with all the 
people. And the Lord added to the church daily such 
as should be saved. 

There are many who claim water baptism in 
Jesus name and the Holy Ghost, but are not 
subject to all of the apostles’ doctrine.  So it 
takes obeying all of the scripture to be in the 
church.
