     Now in John 
10:1, the 
scripture says 
òVerily, verily, I 
say unto you, He that 
entereth not by the door 
into the sheepfold, but 
climbeth up some other 
way, the same is a thief 
and a robber.ó So right 
here you know that he 
will not get anywhere. 
Verse 2 says, òBut he 
that entereth in by the 
door is the shepherd of the 
sheep.ó  Verses 3-5 states 
òTo him the porter 
openeth; and the sheep 
hear his voice: and he 
calleth his own sheep by 
name, and leadeth them 
out.  And when he putteth 
forth his own sheep, he 
goeth before them, and the 
sheep follow him: for they 
know his voice. And a 
stranger will they not 
follow, but will flee from 
him: for they know not the 
voice of strangers. Now, 
as the scripture stated, 
the thief only comes to 
steal and kill.  So if 
someone does not walk  
by the word and comes 
to the church, he did 
not come for a good 
reason.

honest he tells you he 
is, his motive is to 
deceive and to destroy 
you. He is not going to 
tell you that, but that is 
what his motive is. As 
verse 10 reads òThe thief 
cometh not, but for to 
steal, and to kill, and to 
destroy:..ó As you 
continue reading, the 
Lord  is the good 
shepherd and knows 
his sheep and the sheep 
know Him.  He also 
looks after his sheep 
unlike the hireling who 
will leave the sheep 
when trouble comes. As 
verse 16 states, there is 
one fold and one 
shepherd. Now all of 
those who believe that 
will  not come and have 
a problem with the 
church.  It will never 
reach the point where 
you will not be able to 
listen to the church.

Dressed in black and white, the 
sisters marched down the center aisle 
while singing to start the program.
